The symposium celebrates Bettina’s upcoming retirement and recognizes her and her

students’ outstanding contributions to gender, feminist, and historical scholarship.

Bettina Bradbury is retiring from the History De-
partments in LA&PS and at Glendon, the School
of Women's Studies and the Faculty of Graduate
Studies. She has made significant contributions to
York in various roles. These have included as
Chair of the School of Women's Studies, Director
of History's Graduate Program and service on
Glendon’s Policy and Planning Committee, the
Senate Executive and YUFA's Salary Adjustment
Committee. Prior to coming to York she taught at
the Université de Montréal. She is also a long time
member of the Montreal based research collective
- the Montreal History Group. She is best known
for her articles and two books on nineteenth cen-
tury Montreal. Her current research explores the
significance of marriage, property and inheritance
in four white settler colonies of the British Empire
largely through the experiences of migration, colo-
nization, family, and inheritance of four nineteenth

—century women.

Bettina is an award winning scholar. Her most re-
cent book, Wife to Widow received the 2012 Prix
Lionel Groulx-Fondation Yves-Saint Germain
prize (accorded by the Institut d’histoire de PAmé-
rique francaise) and the 2012 Clio-Québec Prize
(accorded by the Canadian Historical Association).
Bettina has also received a Faculty of Graduate
Studies Teaching Award and the Glendon Princi-
pal’s Research Excellence Award. In 2013 she was
made a fellow of the Royal Society of Canada and
this year was recognized as a York U Researcher
Leader. Her former graduate students teach in uni-
versities across the country.
